TOUR A: TENOM  AGRICULTURAL PARK with Lunch (0600-1830hrs) 
Traverse south over the Crocker Range to the town of Tenom, home of the Murut people 
and a major centre for agriculture (the bus ride takes approx 3 hours each way). We will 
spend about half a day at Taman Pertanian Sabah (Sabah Agricultural Park), a paradise 
for plant lovers. It has 21 gardens, including a ‘Living Crop Museum’, an Evolution 
Garden, native and hybrid orchid houses, a display of pitcher plants, and ornamental 
gardens filled with heliconia, gingers, bougainvilleas and tropical shrubs.

TOUR B: MT KINABALU  &  RIVER FISH MASSAGE with Lunch (0630-1830hrs) 
The jagged granite peaks of Mt. Kinabalu (4095m) towers above one of the most 
biologically diverse areas in the world. Nominated by UNESCO as a World Heritage Site, 
Kinabalu Park is a natural wonder that offers day visitors a glimpse into the unique world 
of plant life. The montane forest at park headquarters gives way to lowland dipterocarp 
forest at Poring on the eastern boundary.  Enjoy a short trek through the rainforest and 
witness life in the treetops as you walk along the 100ft high Canopy Walkway (If closed, 
will be replaced with a visit to the Tropical Garden).   Adjourn to Luanti village for an 
ingenious way of having a fish massage.

TOUR C: FISHERY, BOTANICAL & WILDLIFE PARK with Lunch (0730-1730 hrs) 
Visit the Fisheries Research Centre to learn about the different species of freshwater fish 
that thrive in the river and learn about the “Tagal” system of fish stock conservation.  
Then, traverse the Crocker Range to Kipandi Park, which houses a collection of 
butterflies, hoyas, pitcher plants and jungle orchids.  After lunch, meet Borneo’s unique 
animals in Sabah’s first Wildlife Park notably the Orang Utans, pygmy Asian elephants, 
Gibbons and long nose Proboscis monkeys. As you walk through this 300 acres park, 
don’t miss a leisure walk through the aviary for a feel of the Borneo jungle as you look 
out for the exotic Hornbills.
