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The Dalit Bay Golf and Country Club by Shangri-la, is designed by Ted Parslow.  This superbly sculptured 18-hole championship course provides the challenger with stimulating playing experience, and was designed with sensitivity to the natural beauty and the character of Sabah.  Formerly a mangrove swamp, the course is bordered by the Tambalang and Mengkabong rivers with a stunning vista of Mount Kinabalu in the distance. Dalit Bay is a prime wetland course where water comes into play at every hole.
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The signature hole 11th, a par 3, stretches 158m across the river mouth and requires you to land your ball on a gently sloping green flanked either side by bunkers.  Some times you may find an Orangutan or two hanging around, watching….

The tournament is open to all ISP members and their spouses as well as seminar participants with an USGA handicap of 24 and below for men and 36 and below for ladies
Acceptance of entries will be on a “first-come, first served” basis.     Entries must be in writing via the registration form attached with payment (telephone bookings will not be entertained) and must reach the ISP headquarters on or before 10 June 2010. All golfers must have a valid golf insurance or risk being disallowed or disqualified. The rules and conditions of play are also enclosed for your reference.

· Hole-in-one.  Par 3 Holes 4 and 11 are the only holes eligible for the Premier Hole-in-One Prize of one unit of Proton Saga. Only one winner is entitled to claim the prize and shall be on a "first-declare, first-claimed basis". Decision of the Judges of the aforesaid ISP Golf Classic shall be deemed final.
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The remaining Par 3 Holes are eligible for the Special Hole-in-One which offers an Oris wristwatch each as prizes. Only one winner is entitled to claim for each hole and shall be on a "first-declare, first-claimed basis."

CONDITIONS OF PLAY

1. MODE OF PLAY

· The tournament shall be played in accordance with the Rules of golf approved by the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, the USGA and the local Club Rules as per details printed below or on the Score Cards are applicable for further reference.

· The tournament shall be played over 18-holes and winners will be based on Stableford points, calculated using “SYSTEM 36 (modified)”. All players shall hole out and no putts should be “given” unless the Gross Score for the Hole is 4 Strokes Over par.

2. PRIZES

· Prizes will be divided into Men & Ladies Category depending on the number of participants. Novelty prizes such as NTL (Nearest To Line) and NTP (Nearest To Pin) are also awaiting sharp-shooters.

· There will only be one Prize for Hole-In-One.  In case there are two winners, it will be shared accordingly.

3. TEE-OFF

· Tee-off time is 0800 hours. The Organising Committee reserves the right to fix and/or alter the order to starting times and tee boxes.
4. TOURNAMENT ORGANISATION

· The Organising Committee may, in the event of bad weather or circumstances which make the completion of 18 holes impossible, cancel any round at its discretion.

· The decision of the Organising Committee on all matters concerning the tournament shall be final.

5. GENERAL

· All golfers must be properly attired (No collarless and sleeveless T-shirts).

· Only SOFT SPIKES golf shoes are allowed on the golf course.

LOCAL CLUB RULES
1. OUT OF BOUNDS
A ball is out of bounds when all of it lies:

· Beyond the boundaries of the Course (Hole No. 6,7,8,9 & 10) as defined by white lines and/or stakes, OR
· Beyond the boundaries of the Course (Hole No. 6 & 14) as defined by the nearest inside points of the fence posts

2. INTEGRAL PARTS OF THE COURSE

· All fences, bridges & lemon grass are integral parts of the Course

3. IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (RULES 24-2 APPLIES)

· All irrigation equipments. Fixed sprinkler heads, water hazards, stakes, artificially surfaced cart, paths, buggy pegs, drainage sumps (including bunkers), course signage, ball washers & bins are Immovable Obstructions

4. GROUND UNDER REPAIR (RULES 25-1B APPLIES)

· Any area marked with white lines will define Ground Under Repair. Relief  must be taken in accordance with Rule 25-1b.
5. PROTECTION OF YOUNG TREES

· If any staked tree interferes with a player’s stance or intended area of swing, the ball must be lifted, without penalty, & dropped in accordance with Rule 24-2b

6. STONES IN BUNKERS (RULES 24-1 APPLIES)

· Stones in bunkers are Movable Obstructions. Relief may be taken in accordance with Rule 24-1

7. Dropping Zones
If a ball is in, or lost in, the lateral water hazards in front of the 4th Green behind the 8th Green or in front of the 13th Fairway, the player may:

· Take relief  in accordance with Rule 26, OR
· Drop a ball, under the penalty of one stroke, in the dropping zone provided (even though the dropping zone may be nearer the hole than where the original ball last crossed the margin of the hazard).
